I am pleased that the

little avail, this owes a tremendous
amount to David Fowler, with his skills
on layout and publication, and also to
the readers who have sent their contri-
butions KEEP THEM COMING
PLEASE. So far as the contents are con-
cerned, I have perhaps personally gener-
ated more contributions than I had indi-
vidually intended, as I am trying to
ensure that Summer Times remains a

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Magazine of Members’ contributions,
but hope that a constant flow of these in
future issues will avoid my own verbos-
ity!

I have also pondered on the relevance of
including items in relation to the former
Municipal School in this day and age,
just over 100 years on from its inception,
given that, despite the longevity of
many of our Membership, it is unlikely
that many, if any, pre-date the splitting
up of the School in 1923, when it became
solely a Boys High School, but arguably
it does retain some interest as being part
of the history of the School as a whole,
particularly in relation to the Westwood
Site.

There is no doubt that the best overview
of this history remains HW Marsden’s
“The Westwood School at Scarborough
1902-1952”, written in the 1950’s and
partly reproduced in Summer Times in

2003, which dealt with the early days of
the Municipal School in some consider-
able detail. Some early pupils of the
School who later become distinguished
in their individual fields were men-
tioned; - Storm Jameson in particular,
and on whom there was an article in the
last issue, and whose first Short Story
was published in the 1908 School Maga-
zine, which I have taken the liberty of
including in this Issue as a significant
literary beginning and being the first
time it has surfaced for 100 years! Al-
though obviously somewhat precocious,
and the story being a dark and radical
tale (written when she was only 17) it
betrayed even at that age her strong and
radical political beliefs and it perhaps
also demonstrates the strengths of her
literacy and the education available at
that time to the few fortunate!

In terms of literary figures, the pupil
from Robin Hood’s Bay, Leo Walmsley,
is also well-known, although with an
entirely different and naturalistic liter-
ary style. and a brief feature on him is
also included in this Issue.

If such literary exhumation from the
now distant past does not overly attract
criticism from readers, it is hoped to
explore details of other celebrated
alumni (famous or infamous) in future
issues; in fact information from Mem-
bers on future subjects and material
would be welcomed! Fame, or perhaps
even notoriety, can be measured by an
appearance in the Oxford Dictionary of
National Biography,
proximately 55000 entries of celebrated
figures from history. Available online
through most good libraries, it is a use-
ful tool in providing a snapshot of the
